According to the report “Jewish Heritage Sites and Monuments in Moldova”, created by the 

United States Commission for the Preservation of America’s Heritage Abroad, 2010: 

No longer in use, this 2,000 square meter cemetery is surrounded by bushes and trees. It contains more 

than 1,000 gravestones, some dating from the 18th century. Almost threequarters of the stones are 

toppled or broken. The cemetery does not have a regular caretaker and has not recently been 

maintained. Vegetation contributes to its decay.

Translation of the inscriptions was done started by Nathen Gabriel and Yefim Kogan. 

 

574 burial records with 572 photographs are uploaded to JOWBR.  Among them there are 103 

images of Unknown graves, that you can access at Unknown Graves at Zguritsa Cemetery. 

Language of the inscriptions: mostly Hebrew, some are written in Hebrew and Russian or only 

in Russian. 

Dates: Most of the burials in this cemetery are from the beginning to middle of 20 century. The 

latest memorial is dated - 2000. 

The cemetery is in a very poor condition.  The stone fence is destroyed and last stones are taken 

away.  There are many stones fallen, broken.  When I first saw images from the cemetery, I felt 

that this is the “Cemetery of Broken Stones!”
