Trustees' Report for the year ending 31 December 2015

This is the report on the activities of the Congregation in 2015 of the Trustees of this Congregation, who are the
members of its Council, which includes the Executive Officers and Custodial Trustees. The Trustees have
complied with the duty under the Charities Act to have due regard to public benefit guidance published by the
Charity Commission, which is illustrated in this report.

At the 2015 Annual General Meeting , Sandra Cohen was elected a Trustee member, as well as continuing her
role as Administrator and Angela Peake was also elected a Trustee. Both were welcomed in their new roles.
At this AGM, llayne Jones decided not to stand for re-election; she was thanked for her service as Trustee over
many years.

We were saddened by the death of two members during 2015. On 8 April Mike Neiman passed away. Mike had
had served on the Congregations's Council for many years. Among other things, he assisted a High Holy Day
Services by providing organ accompaniment. On 17 November, Gerald Stoll passed away. Gerry had also serve
on the Council after many years' service, including four years as President, having also held the position of Vice
President and Warden. We offer our condolences to both their families. Also during 2015, the Congregation was
pleased to welcome Maurice Landsman as a new member.

During 2015, Rabbi Zalud continued to take several of our Friday evening and Saturday services, generally at
least monthly or twice monthly. Rabbi Zalud continues to visit the sick and those in prison and to be available

to take special services such as those for Bar Mitzvahs, Bat Mitzvahs, weddings and funerals. The Congregation
is always very appreciative of the lay readers from its membership, who continue to take all other services, by far
the major number. All services are open to non-members both Jewish and non-Jewish, who may wish to attend.

The Congregation regularly hosts parties of school children from local schools and local scout groups to learn
about the Jewish religion and its traditions; and members of the Congregation visit schools to talk on various
aspects of Judaism. There were many of both types of visit during 2015.

In 2015, the Congregation continued to contribute to cross communal activities and inter-faith forums, being a
member of the Blackpool Heritage Forum and the Blackpool Faith Forum, through the latter sharing views on
matters such as youth and adult education, security and emergency assistance. Early in 2015, the Congregation
invited members of Blackpool Faith Forum to join members of our Congregation for a Friday evening service and,
afterwards, to a supper. In early September the Synagogue took part in Blackpool's heritage weekend, when we
hosted non-Jewish visitors.

Members of the Congregation give pastoral support to other members. On the financial side, the Congregation
aims to keep its membership contributions as low as possible. Such contributions are generally payable in
advance; where this presents difficulties for a member, it will allow payment monthly without penalty and, where
that too presents problems, it will allow a significantly reduced contribution. The Congregation encourages
members to be charitable towards it and other charitable causes.

Members of the Congregation come primarily from the local area of Blackpool and the Fylde and to an extent
from other parts of Lancashire but there is no geographical restriction on membership and some members
reside elsewhere in the United Kingdom.
