%ta raglater of ACCAliuted Congrogations. Tho Kingabury Hobrew
Congregatlion may woll thank Rabbi Rabinowitz rfor wvuch a progressive
atep in ite early history, for 113 prosent memborship roll 18 due
almost entiroly Lo hia tlrolons offorts. He hog spont - and, indeed,
he 8till does apand - many hours in canvasgalng s vary wide-spread
community, and has boen inatumentnl, oven where thore unfortunately
axinted oxtrema apathy to affulra religious, in stimulating ah
interest in the Congregation thab should ensuro o lasting and, I
believe, an aver-growing mombershlp.

His officilal duties, both as Ministexr
and Readar, havo invaviably boon undertaken with o conscientious
thoroughness and hils seImons, while being thoughtfully and adequate-
1y prepared, huve commanded the atlLention of his listeners by their
air ot apparont gpontanalty. His dubties have alsao oxtended to the

Lo was ingtrumontal, also, in organisging sports activities
for the ohildren of the Clagsses and be hus, without effort, commanded
the respact and ournest attention of his pupils, resulting in a
steady und continuous growth in the roll. These Glasses are, 1n
faoct, a credit to a newly established Congregation and Rabbi Rabin-
owitz is to be congratulated on the strides he hus made since theirx

formation.

¥inally, 1 would like to refer to the
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establishment of a Social and Literary Society for the adolescents
in the distriot. Thias Sooiety, of whioch Rabbli Rabinowitz was the
Founder end President, provides ample scope for tho interchange of
ideaes and social activities among the younger members of our
community and the opportunity for the fomution of Zionist sections
and Study Circles have thereby beeon readily presented, a fact which
undoubtedly bears a further testimony to the energetic and unceasing
efforts of Rabbi Rabinowitz. The Congregation he has served so
well will find it difficult, shounld the occasion arise, t0 repluce
him and, while wishing him every success in his future carser, would

regret his departure.
